Topic: Careers. Job  Interviews.
Materials: Course book “Opportunities” Intermediate, CD.

Lesson objectives:
1. To revise the vocabulary on the topic.

2. To practice pupils’ reading and listening skills.

3. To encourage pupils to talk about career and choice of profession.

4. To reinforce topic items and students’ knowledge of the topic.  

Procedure:
І  Warming-up.

Today we’ll talk about very important problems for you – choice of the career and job interviews. Katherine Whitehorn, a British journalist once said: “The best advice given to the young is: find out what you like doing best and get someone to pay for doing it.” Do you agree with this statement?
1. T. – I’d like you to answer some questions:

- Have you decided yet what job you’d like to do when you’re older?
-Would you like to go to university? If so, what do you think you would study?

-Do you think you’ll ever go abroad to work?

-Can you imagine yourself running your own company one day?
- Would you like to do the same job that someone in your family does now? 
2.T.-It has become a common practice to have an interview before getting a job. So, look at the advice for job interviews and make a list of things to do and not to do during the interview.
Put on casual clothes for the interview.

Go out for a walk before the interview to relax.

Think about the job and write down your strengths and weaknesses.
Find out information about the company.

Turn up at the interview a couple of minutes early.

Take down notes during the interview.
Sit down and stand up when they ask you to.

Make up information about yourself.

Make out you understand something when you don’t.

Go into a lot of detail about your personal life.

Speak up and express yourself clearly.

Sit up straight and maintain eye contact.

ІІ  Reading .
a) Pre-reading activity.

Woman: Good morning, take a seat.

Oliver: Good morning. Thank you.

Woman: My name is Judith Wainwright. I’m the personal manager for Camp Elizabeth Holidays. Are you Oliver Blackstone?
Oliver: That’s right.
Woman: I see that you’re in your last year at school.

Oliver: Yes, I’m doing my ‘A’ level this summer. I hope to go to university to study informational technology.

Woman: So why do you want to work with us at Camp Elizabeth?

Oliver: Well, your company has a good reputation. I know some people who have been to your camp and they say everything was well organized. I enjoy working with children and I’d like to get some more work experience.

Woman: What experience do you have?
Oliver: I help with the youth club at school. I’ve organized sports and trips to various places- to concerts and plays and things like that.

Woman: Mm, what qualities do you think are important for the job?

Oliver: I’m sorry, what do you mean exactly?

Woman: I mean, the qualities you need to work with children and organize sports and other activities. 
Oliver: Well, you certainly must have patience. A lot of patience! And another important thing is enthusiasm. You’ve got to show children that you enjoy things. And, well, you also have to be very careful. Accidents can happen very easily, so you need to be well organized. 

 Woman: OK, are there any questions you’d like to ask me?
Oliver: Er, yes, just one thing. Could you tell me what kind of accommodations there is for people working at the camp? 
Woman: Yes, most monitors have their   own rooms, but some will have to share.
Oliver: Right, I see.
Woman: Well, thank you, Oliver. I’ll be getting in touch with people next week.
 Oliver: Thank you very much. Goodbye.
