Compere 1: Now, you are going to see and listen to some interesting 
information about this great holiday. There is the presentation on the screen about the history of the holiday, the symbols, the traditions of Valentine's Day.
      
Presentation
1. There are several legends about the origin of Saint Valentine's Day. According to one legend, the first Valentine was a bishop, a Christian martyr, who restored a blind girl's sight by magic. Before he was put to death by the Romans he sent a note of friendship to her, though she was his jailer's daughter.
2. The Christian Church took February 14, the date of an old pagan festival, when young Roman maidens threw decorated love letters into an urn to be drawn out by their boy friends for the saint's day.
3. According to another story, Claudius, the Emperor of Rome, wanted to increase the size of his army. The Emperor made a rule which forbade the young men to marry. Valentine, a priest, broke the rule and married a lot of young people in secrecy. He was put into jail and sentenced to death. The day of his death was named Saint Valentine's Day.
4. Valentine's Day is celebrated in many parts of the world today. It is a holiday for both young and old. This day became the date exchanging love messages and St. Valentine became the patron of love.
5. The customs of sending valentine cards started in Europe in the 1700s. Kate Greenaway, a British artist, was one of the leading makers of valentines.
6. Red Heart
A long time ago, people believed that all the emotions were found in the heart. In later years, they thought only the emotion of love was connected with the heart. The heart is still a symbol of love, and it is also a symbol of Valentine's Day.
7. Red Rose
The rose was the flower of Venus, the Roman goddess of love. Red is colour that stands for strong feelings. This is why the red rose is a flower of love.
8. Ribbons
Ribbons go back to the days when ladies gave ribbons to their
favourite knights when they went to war.
Compere 2: The most mysterious feeling is love between a man and a  
          woman.

On                       that day, pagans asked their gods to give them good fruit and
vegetables, and strong animals.

Compere 1: When the Christians came to Britain, they came with a
story about a man called Saint Valentine. The story is                       that Valentine was a Christian who lived in the third century. The Roman
Emperor at that time, Claudius ll, was not a Christian. Claudius forbade his soldiers to marry. He thought that married soldiers did not make good soldiers. Valentine worked for the church, and one day he helped a soldier to get married. Valentine was thrown into prison.

Pupils 1: In prison Valentine started to love the daughter of a man who worked in prison. Let's go to Rome, to the times of the Emperor Claudius.
(The scene from the history. The pupils are dressed in the costumes of the Emperor Claudius, a soldier Valentine and a girl).
Claudius: Take this priest and put him to the prison. He has broken my order.
Soldier: Which order, my emperor?
Claudius:  He blessed the marriage of soldiers. And l have forbidden this.
Soldier: But why, my emperor?
Claudius: A married soldier thinks about his life and wife, about the family. He doesn't think about the glory and he is afraid of death. This isn't a real soldier.
Soldier: And what will you do with the priest?
Claudius: He will be burnt on the fire.
(The soldier is taking the priest to prison. The daughter of the prison appears on the stage).
A girl: Have some bread and wine.
Valentine: Who are you, my dear daughter?
A girl: I'm a daughter of the warder. What do you look like?
Valentine: Why do you ask me about it?
A girl: I'm blind. And I can see nothing.
Valentine: Believe in God. He will help you to see. If not with the eyes but with your kind heart. Love will help you.
(The girl is going away).
Soldier: Time to go to the square.
Valentine: I'm ready. But be so kind to give my note to the warder's daughter.
Soldier: But she is blind. She can't read.
Valentine: Don't worry. She will do it with the help of her heart.
(Valentine is being taken out from the stage).
Soldier(to the girl): Here is a note for you.
A girl: I love you so much. Be happy, don't cry. Your Valentine. Oh, I can see. Or, my    dear...
