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The World Around Us

Objectives: by the end of the lesson pupils will be able to

· recite poems about seasons and days of the week;

· describe pictures;

· list the names of colours;

· ask questions about numbers and animals;

· match the pictures with the words;
· read the learned words.
Materials: Way Ahead Pupil’s book, Work book, pictures, cards, CD.

Procedure

I. Warm up.

1.Repeat after me:

Every day, every day

Little children like to play

Sunday, Monday,

Tuesday, Wednesday,

Thursday, Friday, Saturday.

2.What day is it today?
What month is it now?

What season is it?

3. Now repeat after me if my statements are true and keep silent if it is not true.

- It is winter    (not true)

- It is spring    (true)

- It is May       (true)

- It is Sunday   (not true)

- It is Tuesday (true)

II. Speaking. Let’s revise our poem about seasons

Spring is green

Summer is bright

Autumn is yellow

Winter is white.

Now look at the screen and answer my questions:

What colour is spring?         What colour is autumn?        What colour is winter?
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2.-  How many seasons are there?
  - How many months are there?

  - How many days in a week are there?

III. Revising numbers

1. - What number is it?  (The teacher shows the cards with the numbers)

Now we will work in groups. Match the numbers with the words. We will see who will win.

1- one,   2- two, 3-three, 4-four, 5-five, 6-six, 7-seven, 8-eight, 9-nine, 10-ten
2. Now guess my number

(Pupils ask questions0

- Is it four?    - Now, it isn’t.
- Is it six?      - Yes, it is.

3. - How old are you?

    - How old is Sasha?

Let’s sing the song “I am seven years old today”

Seven years old today,

Seven years old today.

It’s my birthday,

I’m seven years old today.

IV. Matching the pictures with the words

1. Look at the pictures and answer my questions.

- What is this?  (a doll, a lion, a bus, a kitten, a robot, a lemon, a train, a plan)

Now divide into groups. You will have to match the words with the pictures in turn. We will see who will win. Please, take a sweet out of this bag. The pupils who have red sweets will be team 1 and the pupils who have green sweets will be team 2. Ready? Let’s start.

V. Describing pictures.

 Now each of you will get a picture. Show your picture so that everybody can see it and describe your picture.

- I have a robot. It is big and grey.

VI. Look at the screen and say what animals you can see.

-Are these elephants?

- Do they have long noses?

- Can they fly?

- Can they walk?

- Are these giraffes?

- Do they have long necks?

- Can they run? 

Now choose some animals and I will try to guess.

· Are they big or little?
· Do they have long tails?

· Can they jump?

· Are they monkeys?

VII. Reading.
Open your books at page 93. We are going to read the text of ex. 2 about animals. 
Read, find and tick.

1. I can see a river. I can see two hippos in the river. The hippos can swim.

I can see a parrot in a tree. The parrot can fly.

2. I can see a giraffe. I can see two monkeys. And I can see an elephant. The elephant can swim.

VIII. Writing

Open your work books at page 102.

Read, do and write.
