(Note: pupils are aware of nearly half of the names of the toys. For that reason they play with 16 flashcards throughout the lesson).


Pre-listening activity

- Girls, raise your hands.
Do you like to play with cars?
- Boys, raise your hands.
Do you like to play with dolls?
- So boys and girls are most likely to play with different toys.
Now I’ll show you some flashcards. Who is most likely to play with a house – a boy or a girl? 
(The teacher shows all toys mentioned in the song).

While listening activity 1
- What do the children like doing?

Let’s move

- How many toys has the girl got? (The teacher pauses the video after the first part of the song).

Learning the lexical units with flashcards.
1. ‘Parrot’ game.
Pupils repeat the names of the toys after the teacher like parrots.

(Note: each flashcard contains a typed word, so children learn how to read at the same time).

2. ‘Let’s mime the words’ game.
Children pretend to do some actions with the objects which are mentioned in the song:
1). - Catch and throw the ball.
2). - Let’s stand such way to make a train! Move and say,
“Choo-choo!”
3). - Pretend to be a ship.
4). - Fly like a plane.
5). - Drive a car.
6). - Sail like a boat.
7). - Move like a robot.
8). - Pretend to be a doll.
9). - Show a house in pairs of two.
10). - Pass that puzzle, please.
11). - Read a book. (Pupils pretend to read a book).
12). - Open the music box.
13). - Play with the yo-yo.
14). - Show the fox’s fluffy tail.

Post-listening activity 1
1. Whose toy is this? Find and match.
- What’s the boy’s name? 
- What’s the girl’s name?
(Then a teacher asks a question about each toy on the worksheet 1).
- What’s Mike’s toy? 
(Pupils answer and match, “It’s a teddy bear.”)

Post-listening activity 2
Values
· Why do Jane and Mike like to share?
· Do you share with your friends? Why?
· Is it important to share? Why?
