T: Good morning, pupils! I’m glad to see you! How are you today?

Now I’ll read you the rhyme and your task is to understand the key word of our lesson: 
Roses are red, violets are blue,
 Sugar is sweet, and so are you!

Ex.1, p.18. Listen and read.
· Ask the students to look through the story and to describe the pictures.” Are there any new words for you?” If it is necessary :  translate the words “favourite”, “paint”, “terrible”, “fun” and write them down into their vocabularies. 
· Play the CD. The students follow the phrases with      their  fingers and raise their hand when they hear the new word.
The students repeat each phrase after the    
 CD  and translate them. 
Joe:  Look at my paint – red, yellow, green, blue,             brown, black, white, pink and orange. What’s your favourite  colour, Suzie?  
Suzie: Red.
Tilly: What colour is it?
Ted: I don’t know.
Ted: Oh, it’s my favourite colour. It’s yellow! What colour is Suzie’s school bag?
Tilly: It’s red!
Ted: Oops! No, it isn’t! It’s yellow now!
Tilly: This is orange paint. Orange is my favourite colour. Oops! 
Ted: Joe’s jacket is orange now. But his favourite colour is blue!
Suzie: You’re a bad girl, Tilly!
Joe: You’re terrible, Ted!
What fun!

· The students are divided into groups where each child reads  his/her  role. They practice and then each group performs for the class.

             The students have to match heroes’ 
             names  and  their favourite colours:
              Suzie- red,
              Ted- yellow,
              Tilly- orange,
              Joe- blue.

A GAME. “Show me something…”.
Ask the students “ Show me something red/ orange/ green…”. The children show the school objects the same colour.

A GAME. Magic box. Show the students the cards with school objects: a pen, a pencil, an eraser, a pencil box, a book, a ruler, a school bag. They have to say: “It’s a pen”, “It’s a pencil”…
Then the  students go to the teacher’s table and draw the card with coloured school objects from the “Magic box”. The task is to say: “It is a blue pen”, “It is a pink crayon”…

Ex. 3, p. 19. Write the colours.
The students look at the pictures and write down the colours of the objects:
a  T- shirt: blue and green;
a rubber: pink and blue;
a pencil case: red and yellow…

Ex.4, p. 19. Listen and colour.
The students are divided  into five groups             (  according to the quantity of the pictures). Each group listens to the description,  colours  one  picture and then dictates the necessary colours to the other groups.

5. ( Your English teacher)__________________ .

· The students colour the sheet of papers in their favourite colours and say:
“My favourite colour is blue”;
“My favourite colour is red”… 
The pupils go to the blackboard in their turn and the other pupils say:
“Sasha’s  favourite colour is orange”;
“ Nastya’s favourite colour is pink”…

Ex. 7, p. 19. Tick the correct column.
Pay attention to the structures “ His “ and “ He’s= He is” . They sound similar but have the different meaning. Doing the exercise,  the students read the sentences and tick the right column: “his” or ” Ted is”.


Ex. 8, p. 19. 
Give the task to ask three classmates three questions and write down the answers into the box:
1) What colour is your school bag?
2) What colour is your jacket?
3) What  is your favourite colour?
