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Topic of the lesson: Travelling  (6th form of specialized school)

Objectives:       

· to train using of the lexical material on the topic;

· to teach students to express their opinion; 

· by the end of the lesson students will know the difference between the Present Perfect and the Past Simple Tenses. They will be taught to speak about their life experience. 
Materials and aids: CD (Headway Elementary (HE)), CD-player, picture cards (Flags and countries), ball, paper stripes with phrases for survey.
Procedure

I .Warming-up: 
1. Game “I have been to…”
The teacher starts the game by saying ‘I have been to Australia’. Then a student continues and repeats what the teacher says and adds another country beginning with ‘b’. e.g. ‘I have been to Australia but I haven’t been to Belgium.’ Students continue repeating what was said before and adding countries beginning with the next letter in the Alphabet. Write the names of the countries on the board.
They match the country and its flag. If there is a flag, but there isn’t a country, students name the country, the teacher adds it to the list.
2. Students who have been abroad retell their stories (5-6 sentences).
II. Phonetic drills: (T 79a, 79b HE) Students read and listen to the sentences. They practice saying them:

I’ve been to England. I haven’t been to Scotland.

I’ve been to the United States. I’ve never been to Mexico.

I haven’t been to any of the countries!
Have you ever been to Ireland?

No, I haven’t.

Have you ever been to Scotland?

Yes, I have.

When did you go?

Two years ago.

III. Grammar revision.
Students read the dialogue above once again and explain why the Past Simple or the Present Perfect is used. 

IV. Speaking (dialogues):
Students make similar dialogues with the names of the countries written on the board.
V. Ball-game: Revising irregular verbs forms. The teacher says the first form of a verb and throws a ball to a student. The student says other two forms and throws the ball back to the teacher…
V. Writing:

Students get cards with sentences which contain wrong verb form. Students copy them into the copybook correcting the mistakes. Some students can go to the board. 
e.g. 1) I have been to England last year. (I went to England last year.)

       2) They have seen this film a week ago. (They saw that film a week ago.)

       3)  We just came back home. (We have just come back home.)

       4) I have been to France in 2000. (I went to France in 2000.)

       5) She never drank Coca-Cola. (She has never drunk Coca-Cola.)
VI. Listening:
(T 81 HE Appendix 1)) Jack and Lillian are in New York. Students listen to Lillian talking to her father on the telephone and put a tick (V) next to the things she has done and cross (X) next to the things she has done yet.

Students ask and answer questions about Lillian and Jack’s holiday. 

(e.g.S1:  Have they seen a show on Broadway?

        S2: No, they haven’t. Have they climbed the Empire State Building?
        S3: Yes, they have. Have they…?)

VII. Speaking:

Each student gets a stripe with a phrase (Appendix 2). They go around the class asking other students for detailed information. (The teacher stresses that students have to use the Present Perfect and the Past Simple.)  Having asked everyone in class, students sum up their survey. (E.g. Only one of us has lived in a foreign country. Sasha lived in Germany. He lived there for three years.)

L  We’re having a lovely time, Dad.

F  I’m sure there’s a lot to do!

L  There is! We’ve been for a walk in Central Park. It’s so big! Everything here is big. And we’ve climbed the Empire State Building. The view was fantastic. We haven’t been to Greenwich Village yet, and we haven’t been to Chinatown, either. We’re going to do that tomorrow. 

F  Have you seen the Statue of Liberty yet?

L  Oh, yes, we have. We’ve just had a helicopter tour of the city, and we flew really close to it.

F  What about a show? Have you seen a show on Broadway yet?

L  No, we haven’t. We’re going to one on our last night here, but we haven’t decided what to see yet.
