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Topic: “The History of Music”
Objectives:

- to revise and expand students’ vocabulary on the topic;

- to develop students’ listening skills;

- to involve students into a communicative activity by means of pair and group work;

- to expand students’ outlooks.

Equipment: multimedia, records, handouts, sheets of paper, a book.

By the end of the lesson learners will be able to:

- use words and expressions related to the topic “The History of Music” in speaking;
- ask and answer questions when buying a music album;
- answer true-false questions about the history of music;
- talk about their preferences in music;
- work in pairs/groups;

- practice guessing different music styles while listening to the song; 

- create a project about their own band.

PROCEDURE
I. INTRODUCTION
1. Greeting
T: Good morning, pupils. I’m very glad to see you today. I hope you are fine.
(the pupils’ answers)
T: Today we are going to speak about music and you will learn some interesting facts from the history of music. We are going to listen and discuss a text about the development of some musical genres and at the end of our lesson you'll make a project presenting your own band.
2. Check on homework
T: What was your homework for today?
P: Our homework for today was to write Ex. 5 p. 73.

(The teacher checks pupils’ homework)
3. Warming up
T: And now you are going to work in pairs. Your task is to put the phrases in the correct order to make up a dialogue. Pupils who are the first will read this dialogue in roles.
(The teacher gives pupils HO1 with the dialogues)
