Хід уроку.
І. Вступна частина.
1. Привітання з класом. Повідомлення теми, мети уроку. Мотивація вивчення теми.
Good morning! Glad to see you. I hope you are fine. Let’s start our lesson. The topic оf our lesson is “Everest” .

 Today we are going to travel to Himalayan Mountains, to talk about geography, especially about the highest mountain in the world - Everest. Also we are going to read the article giving information about famous mountaineers. Our task is to use expressions with prepositions and adverbs.

B. Table Mountain
There is a mountain right behind my house. In the summer, it’s absolutely boiling, with temperatures of up to 40ºC, so I always go out in the evening when it’s cooler. The only problem is that there are sometimes storms with thunder and lightning. The spring is beautiful because everything is green and there are lots of flowers. The autumn is even better with leaves turning colour, though the weather is quite changeable – a day can begin sunny and it can rain later. In the winter, the mountain is often covered with snow and it’s sometimes freezing, with temperatures below zero in the day and with frost at night (up to -15ºC). From the mountains, you can see the sea and the city below. It’s a lovely place.

4. Why do people climb mountains? What is the point? Would you like to climb Everest or any other high mountain?

What does it mean? By the end of the lesson you’ll comment on it.

Background. The quote is by George Mallory, who led the expeditions to Mount Everest in 1920s. On the third, in 1924, Mallory and another mountaineer, Andrew Irvine, tried to reach the summit but disappeared in bad weather and didn’t return. Nobody knows if they reached the summit before they died. (Sir Edmund Hillary became the first man to officially reach the summit in 1953). An expedition in 1999 found Mallory’s frozen body 8,000 metres up Everest’s north face. The body was well-preserved but we still don’t know if Mallory had made it to the summit before his death.

1. On May 29, 1953, he and Sherpa Tensing Norgay became the first men to reach the summit of Everest. In 1980 he was the first to climb the mountain on his own.
2. In 1975, became the first woman to reach the summit of Everest.
3. In 1978 he and Peter Habeler from Austria were the first to climb Everest without oxygen.
4. In February 1980, the first winter ascent was made by them.
5. In 2001, the American became the first blind person to the top of Everest.

6. Look at the photos. Do you know anything about one or both of the mountaineers? Work in pairs and turn to page 137. Find out about the two most famous modern mountaineers. Student A reads about Junko Tabei. Student B reads about Reihold Messner.

Junko Tabei was born in 1939 in Fukushima in Japan. Junko climbed her first mountain on a school trip when she was ten. At university, she began climbing seriously and went up all the highest mountains in Japan. In 1972, she was chosen to lead a Japanese expedition to the Himalayas. In 1975, she made the ascent of Everest. A few days after they started, there was a terrible avalanche and Junko was injured. However, she continued and reached the top on 16 May 1975. After this, Junko went on major expeditions every year. She was the first woman to climb the seven highest peaks in the seven countries. As well as Everest, these include: Mount Aconcagua in Argentina; Kilimanjaro in Africa; Elbrus in Russia and Georgia; Vinson in Antarctica; Mount McKinley in Alaska; Mount Kosciusko in Australia.
Junko Tabei is married and has two children but still climbs big mountains every year. Junko is only 1.52 metres tall but she is regarded as one of the ‘biggest’ women climbers ever – as well as the first woman ever to climb Everest.
Reinhold Messner was born in the north of Italy in 1948 and started climbing in the Alps when he was five years old. He and his brother Gunter climbed for years in the Alps before going to the Himalayas in 1970. His first Himalayan expedition ended in tragedy when his brother Gunther was killed in an avalanche. In 1978, Reinhold, with the Austrian Peter Habeler, was he first to climb Everest without oxygen. Than, in 1980, he became the first person to climb Everest solo. He made this solo ascent in the summer, which was the first ascent of Everest in the dangerous monsoon period. In the next few years, Reinhold climbed all of the fourteen 8,000-metre peaks in the world and became the first person to do so. Someone has calculated that Reinhold has had a 99.9 per cent chance of dying on his expeditions and many of his climbing companions have been killed. Reinhold Messner is regarded as possibly the greatest modern mountaineer.

Junko Tabei: Japanese, the highest Mountains in Japan, 1972, 1975, Acongagua, Kilimanjaro, Elbrus, Vinson, McKinley, Kosciusko, injured in avalanche on Everest, one of the ‘biggest’ women climbers ever.
Reinhold Messner: Italian, the Alps, 1070, 1978 and 1980, all of the fourteen 8,000-metre peaks in the world, brother killed in an avalanche, possibly the greatest modern mountaineer.
