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Theme: The Problems Young People Face. ‘Say No to Drugs’
 Objectives:

Are you ready? Let’s check.
· Listening for detailed comprehension  & checking scoring/predictions 
The world is facing a drugs crisis. There are more young addicts today than ever before. Listen to the "Crisis Fact-File" to see how serious the problem is.
CRISIS FACT-FILE
         There are three main kinds of drugs — hard, soft and legal. They can all cause addiction, serious illness and even death. 
          Hard Drugs. Include heroin, cocaine, LSD and crack. 
          Soft Drugs. Include marijuana, amphetamines (speed), solvents (glue) and ecstasy. 
           Legal Drugs. Include tobacco, alcohol and certain tranquillizers. 
           The two most important drug-growing areas are Latin America and South-East Asia. People there depend on money from their drug crops.
          Thousands of drug-addicts die every year. Some die from drugs themselves. Others die from AIDS. This is because they use dirty needles or share needles. Drugs are the second biggest business in the world. Only the arms industry is bigger. 
          Statistics show that drug use by teenagers has doubled for the last two decades. Half teenagers who were interviewed admitted they had tried at least one type of drug. 70 per cent said they had been offered drugs in the past 3 months. The drugs had pictures of cartoon characters on them to attract the children. 31% of teenagers interviewed could not name a health risk associated with drugs. 49% of young drug-users say they would stop using drugs if they thought they were getting addicted. 35% of young drug-users say they don't know why they use them. The number of young males taking drugs is higher than the number of young females.

Advertising campaigns
         They play an important part in the war against drugs. In America there have been several campaigns in recent years. Each one has had a message — for example. "Just Say No", "Stop The Madness" or "Don't Do Drugs". A lot of movie and pop stars took part in these campaigns.
        In Britain, some anti-drugs campaigns have tried to shock young people. They showed how heroin, for example, can completely destroy addicts' lives. Also, how dirty needles spread AIDS.
        Others have been less dramatic. The slogan for one in Scotland was "Choose life not drugs. Be all you can be." This focused on pictures of healthy, independent young people — not the problems of addicts.

Education
         As well as advertising, education is also vital in the fight against drugs. Many schools have a drug-education programme for children as young as 8 or 9. Programmes like these include books, videos and cassettes. Some schools even arrange visits from ex-addicts. One of these is Ted Cooper. He travels around Britain giving teenagers two-hour drug-education lessons. He tells them exactly how addicts live. How they...

New Anti-drugs Campaign for Young People
         Last year, a European survey showed that the number of teenagers who had tried drugs was 6 per cent in Greece, 15 per cent in France and 30 per cent in Britain.
        The drugs that the government is most worried about are stimulant drugs such as Speed and Ecstasy (or 'E' as it is commonly known) and hallucinogenic drugs such as LSD. They are worried that many young people believe these drugs to be exciting and fashionable. They think that many of teenagers will be influenced by films such as Transporting and Pulp Fiction which show attractive people taking drugs.
       The government decided that it needed a new anti-drugs campaign. However, before it did this, it studied young people's attitudes. The survey showed that teenagers knew that drugs were bad for them but they could not actually name any health risk associated with particular drugs. It also showed that 61 per cent of teenage drug-users would consider stopping using drugs if they thought they were a serious danger to their health.
        It was also understood that many teenagers ignored drugs warnings in schools because they thought they were childish. In fact, it was proved that in some cases, the reason for taking drugs was to rebel against warnings from adults.
       Using the results of the survey, a new campaign has been started. The new campaign hopes to treat teenagers like adults. It informs young people of the health risks associated with particular drugs. It does this with photos of teenagers. On the advertisements, the parts of their bodies which cad be damaged by drugs are indicated by biological diagrams showing the health risks.
       Many teenagers try drugs as a 'dare' to show their friends that they are not scared. Often their friends insist until the person says 'yes'. The health authorities hope that the advertisements will help teenagers to say 'no' to this and be able to have good reasons to say it. In addition to posters, the health authority has also made radio advertisements and put the number of their drugs helpline (a telephone number that can be called confidentially for help) in a lot of places. The people at the helpline advise people what to do if they have a drug problem or need more information about the dangers of drugs.
