Subtopic: International organization.

Suggested level-B1 intermediate

Objectives: 

· to develop listening skills;

· to develop communicative skills in group discussion;

· to broaden students’ knowledge of different international organizations to develop logical thinking;

Equipment: multimedia system, (presentation slides), handouts, 

EU members’ flags.

On the blackboard:
Motto of EU “United in diversity” 

Abbreviations: NATO, EU, CE, UNO, WTO, UNICEF and UNESCO.

By the end of the lessons students will be able to:
· describe international organizations;

· practise listening and speaking skills;

· act out the situation; speak English using prepared and  unprepared speech;

· practise making notes;

· know more about European countries.
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Procedure:

I. Introduction. Greeting.

Teacher: Ukraine as we all know is situated in the center of Europe. That’s why it’s important to us to understand now people in Europe live.

And today we are going to learn more such unique community as European Union.

II. Warming-up.

Students are asked to explain abbreviations from the blackboard. The explanations are written down.

III. Slide Presentation.

T: We’re going to work with the most important facts about EU. Be careful and try to make some notes during the presentation. 

But before we that let’s do a short quiz:

How many member states are there?

Who is the head figure in the EU?

What are its major institutions?

What are the symbols of EU?

What is euro? How long has it been used?

After the presentation students check and complete the answers to the questions.

IV. Round the class discussion.

T: Give a microphone to each other and speak on the topic “Will it be useful for Ukraine to join the EU?”

Only a person who has a microphone can speak. Some students can use cards with helpful phrases:

living standards decline,               easier to study for foreign students,

“We the people of the United Nations”.

The UN is an international organization of sovereign states, which join it to work for world peace, promote friendship among all nations and support economic and social progress. It formally came into being on 27 October 1945. At that time it had 51 countries as Members. Today there are 152. The main organs of UN are the General Assembly, the Security Council, the Economic and Social Council, the International Court and the Secretariat. The Court has its seat in Hague, Netherland. All other organs are based at UN Headquarters in New York.

       The General Assembly is the main deliberative organ and it includes all Members. The Assembly meets every year on regular sessions. The Security Council has responsibility for maintaining peace and security. Member States must carry out its decisions. The Council has 15 members, including 5 permanent members: China, France, the Russian Federation, the UK, and the USA.
