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AT THE DOCTOR’S
Objectives:
· to teach students to talk about illnesses, their symptoms and  treatment in conversations;
· to develop students’ listening skills;
· to practice vocabulary on the topic.
Materials: tape-recorder, course book ‘’Solutions’’ Intermediate   

Procedure of the lesson
1. Warming up. Greeting students. Work in pairs. The students ask each other questions written on the blackboard.
· When was the last time you were ill?
· What was the matter with you?
· Did you see a doctor?
· Did you take any medicine?
· Did you have time off school?  (Students work in pairs)
2. Pre-listening task. Completing the dialogue using the words in the box.
	Listen to your chest, keep warm and get plenty of rest, I’ve got a temperature and bad cough, for about a week, three times a day after meal






3. Listening task.
Patient : Good morning, Doctor.
Doctor: Good morning. What can I do for you?
