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Objectives:

Procedure:

1. Greeting.

4. Revising vocabulary from the previous lesson.
T: Thank you, children! Now please look at the board and put the letters in the     

     words in the correct order.

itke – kite; dycoul – cloudy; lod – old; wen –new;

comturep – computer; odari –radio; ibke – bike.

5. Presentation of new vocabulary.
T: Well done, boys and girls! Now look at me and listen to the new words.
Toys   rollerblades   fast    slow    train   winner   prize
• Teacher shows the flashcard and says each word for three times.

• Students repeat the word in chorus, then individually.

• Teacher puts the flashcard on the board and asks “What is it?”/ “What are they?”

• Students answer in chorus.

T: Ok! Now open your books, please! Listen to the words and point to them with 

     your finger.

6. Listening and reading.
T: Good! Now we are going to read the story. But firstly, look at the pictures and answer the question “Do the toys belong only to Chatter or do they belong to all the animals?”  Yes, the toys belong to all the animals and they must share them!
• Listen to the story and point to each character as they are speaking.
• Listen again and repeat each sentence with me.

• Listen to your roles and repeat your parts after the pause.

• Act the story.

7. Relaxation. 
T: Ok! And now let's have a little rest. So, please, stand up! We are going to do     

    our exercises and sing a song “Head and shoulders”.

8. Presentation of new grammar. Target words (your, our, their).
T: That's very nice. Now look at the pictures in “The Learn with Tag”  box.
You are the winners. Your prizes are here.

We are brothers and sisters. Our family is big.

They are slow. Their bikes are old.
• A teacher divides students in groups and gives them classroom objects (pen, book…) and says: Your book is new. Your pen is red. Their book is small. Our pen is black. And so on.
9. Grammar work.

T: Thank you! Now let us read about Karla's toys and write about ours.

• Students read each sentence after the teacher.

• Students write down their own sentences about their toys.
