	I.Introduction

· T: Good morning, pupils! I’m glad to see you! Let’s start  our English lesson.
· Now, I’ll  read you the rhyme and you’ll repeat after me:
Two little hands go сlap, clap, clap !
Two little feet go tap, tap, tap !
One little head goes side to side.
Two little eyes are open wide.
The students repeat the rhyme and do the proposed actions. They see the poster with a human being on it and try to understand the topic of the lesson.
T: Ok, the topic of our lesson is “The parts of the body”.

	IІ. Main part
3.1. Presentation
	· The students receive the cards with the words on the topic: leg, body, head, hand, wing, arm, feet. The children who know the words go to the blackboard and stick the cards on their places at the poster. 
Show the flashcards and name the words. The students repeat the words after the teacher and write them down into their vocabularies. The children stick the rest of the cards on the poster.
· Play the CD, stop after each word and ask the students to repeat them.

	· Page 54. Ask the students to look through the story and to describe the pictures they see. “What words are new for you?”.  Explain the meaning of the unknown words and translate them:
 pet, beautiful, lucky, lots of, dear.
               Play the CD. The students follow the        
 phrases   with their  fingers and raise their
 hands up when they hear the new                                                           
 words:
I’ve got a pet. It’s an insect. It’s got six legs, a blue body, a small head and beautiful wings.
She’s got a pet. She’s lucky. Let’s look at the insects.
They’ve got lots of legs. Look. That’s big. 
They’re on my hands and arms! They’re on my feet! Oh, dear!
The students repeat each phrase after the 
 CD/ the teacher and try to translate them.
· The students divide into groups where each child reads his/her  role. They practice and then each group performs for the class.
· Ex. 1, p.54. Choose and write.
Ask the students to look at the picture and describe the insect. They read the words, choose and fill in the gaps.

	3.3.   Learning grammar material.
	· Ask the students  to look at the “learn with Tag “ box.  Read the examples. Explain the differences between “have got” and ”has got” and  the short form ‘ve / ‘s got. The students repeat the examples,  look for     “ have/ has got” in the story and read.
· Pay  the students’ attention to the plural form of the nouns. Explain that “ feet” is a plural word, although it doesn’t have ‘s’.
	To present  the grammar material

	Practice
	·  On the blackboard. There are stickers with the pronouns ( I, he, she, it, we, you, they ) and two spaces: “have got” and “has got”. The students have to match them.
· Provoke  the students to say:
-  about themselves: “I have got two legs/ a small head…”
-  about the neighbor: “She/ He has got small hands/  two feet…”
-  about animals ( looking at the flashcards ): “It has got/ they have got four legs, one head, one body… ( a cat, dogs…)
