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Lesson 1 






for the second year pupils

Topic: Wild Animals

Objectives: Students will be able to:

· characterize animals at mini-monologues;

· practice using animal vocabulary;

· develop speaking skills;

· train vocabulary using in verbal structures with the verbs “to be” and “can”; 

Equipment and materials: audio, cards with the signs of the transcription, cards with the animals and colours, crossword.
Procedure:

I. Warming-up.

T: Hello, boys and girls! I’m happy to see you. How are you?

P1, P2, P3 …: I’m OK. Thanks.

T: Today we’ll have an unusual lesson about animals. Our subject matter of our today’s lesson is animals. So, today we’ll speak about life of animals, interesting facts from their life. That’s why your teacher today is a black cat. It’s me. And you are different animals too. (Children are in the masks of different animals.)
1. Phonetic exercises.

T: I’m a cat. My friend is [ ]. (Teacher shows the card with the appropriate transcription sign). Who are you?

P1: I’m a giraffe.
T: Your friend is [ ]. (Teacher shows the card with the appropriate transcription sign). Who are you?

P2: I’m a monkey.

T: Your friend is [ ]. (Teacher shows the card with the appropriate transcription sign). Who are you?

P3: I’m an elephant.
Your friend is [ ]. (Teacher shows the card with the appropriate transcription sign). Who are you?

(P4: I’m a snake. P5: I’m a tortoise. P6: I’m a humming-bird.)

T: Let’s name them all together. (Teacher shows the card with the appropriate transcription signs).

P1, P2, P3 … [ ] – giraffe;  [ ] – monkey. [ ] – elephant;  [ ] – snake, [ ] – humming-bird; [ ] – tortoise.
T: Well done.

2. Vocabulary work.
 T-S: Here is a list of antonyms. Look through the words. 

	Big      small       tall      short      fat      thin      old     young    long    short


· Teacher shows the cards with the antonyms and children repeat: 
T-S: Write as in the example:
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3. Animal   quiz.                         Do you know?       

T: - Well, children, do you like riddles?  - So, listen to someone and try to guess what it is. 
T: - It’s big and it’s fat. It has a big and long nose (Elephant)

T: - Yes, You are right. Let’s sing a song about elephant.

The elephant walks like this and that.

It’s very big, it’s very fat.

No fingers, no toes.

But oh, what a big nose!

II. Listening:

T: - listen to the text – audio (cassette)
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Post-listening Activity:
T: - You’ve listened to the text and match now.

Fun Activities: 

T: I think the animals are always very active. Let’s move a little bit. Please, stand up. Now let’s jump, run, fly, walk, swim, and climb.

T: -  Thank you. Sit down, please.

T: - Well, show me, please, what these animals can do.
T: - It’s a cat. It can climb (the picture of a cat)

P1: - It’s a parrot. It can fly.

P2, P3 – It’s a kangaroo. It can jump. -  It’s a monkey. It can climb and jump. 

III. Reading.
1. Pre-reading Activity:
T: - First of all let’s repeat the names of animals (show the pictures of the animals)

T: -What is it?

P1: - It’s a kangaroo
P2, P3 … (a giraffe, a kangaroo, a tortoise, a humming-bird).

T: - ok. Well done.

T: And now – a memory game. Who has the best memory? Before we start to play – let’s name the colours. (Teacher shows the cards with colours).

P1, P2, P3 … (yellow [ ], brown [ ], red [ ], blue [ ], black [ ], white [ ], green [ ]).

T: I see you’re ready to play. Let’s start.
2. Reading Activity:

T: Read the text about the animals and try to remember their colours and sizes. 
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3.   Post-reading Activity:
· Ask pupils to describe pictures with animals according to the text;
(Teacher shows the card with the animal – tortoise, giraffe and kangaroo)

Ex: - It’s a kangaroo. It’s big and brown.

IV. Writing. 

T: - Do you like crosswords? This crossword is devoted to animals. We have already known a lot of animals and let’s guess the crossword.
T: - Well, children, your task is to write down the correct answer and then find the magic word.
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T: - Well, What is the magic word? 

Ps: - ANIMALS

T: - Yes, You are right. Well done.

V. Feedback.

T-S: OK, today we spoke about animals. Tell me please, can you imagine our world without animals? - No, we can’t. It’s impossible to live without animals. 
T: - It’s time to stop. Everybody has got an excellent mark for today’s lesson.
