Objectives :

2) to practice students skills for getting some information;
3) to develop students’ speaking skills ( to describe and identify wild animals);
4)  to practice the usage of auxiliary verb can ( questions and short answers) and present form of   have got;
5)  organize students’ pair and group work.
By the end of the lesson students will be able to 
· use lexical material on the topic;
· identify and describe wild animals;
· Use general questions and short answers with auxiliary verb can.
Materials and aids: students’ books “Family and Friends 1”, a CD, a CD-player, a DVD, flashcards, a blackboard, handouts.



The procedure
I. Introduction
T.: Good morning, boys and girls. I am glad to see you. Today we have a very interesting lesson. We will have a talk about different wild animals and learn a lot about them. And by the end of the lesson you will be able to describe and identify them.
II. Warming- up
T.: Will you look at the board. You can see an animal here.  What animal is it? 
P.: It is a crocodile.
T.: Let’s describe our crocodile. I would like you to use this structure “It has got…” (Pupils should take the cards with parts of the body on them and stick at the necessary part) tail
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T.: You know that animals can do different things. They can run, jump and so on. What about our crocodile? What can it do? (Pupils put the words on the board in correct order to form the sentences)
Can it and run swim and. (It can run and swim.)
Fly can’t it. (It can’t fly.)
T.: Well done! You have known everything about our crocodile. 
III. Main part of the lesson
Speaking 
T.: I would like you to work in pairs. There are cards with pictures of animals on the sheet of paper on your desks. Your task is to ask and answer each other what these animals can or can’t do. P 3: It can run and eat leaves from the top of the trees. (A giraffe)
V. T.:  Our next task will be a bit harder. At first I would like you to combine into five groups. I have got colorful sticks. Choose one and identify your team. Are you ready? Let’s start. Will you look at the board .You can see cards with numbers from one till seven and names of the parts of the body.

VII. Pre –watching activity
Now you’ll see a very interesting video about one British Zoo. Watch and listen to it attentively. Just try to remember animals you’ll see there.
While watching activity
The pupils watch the video.
Post watching activity
T.: You have just seen animals in the zoo. I would like to check if you were attentive. I will give you the cards with tasks do it in written. (The pupils complete sentences and answer the questions)

Every team has got a poster with familiar words and set of animals’ pictures.  Your task is to read these words, guess the animals and stick them where it is necessary.
