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Topic of the lesson: Holidays and Celebrations (5th form of specialized school)

Objectives:       

· to train using of the lexical material on the topic;

· to teach students to express their opinion; 

· by the end of the lesson students will know how to speak about holidays and celebrations .

Materials and aids: CD (Headway Elementary), CD-player, picture cards (“Holidays and Celebrations”), ball, pictures to help students retell the story (Appendix 1).

Procedure

I. Introduction: T: Good morning, children! How are you today? I’m very glad to see you. We’re having a very interesting topic today. Look at the pictures on the blackboard and try to guess, what we are going to speak about. (Students answer)

II. Warming-up:  T: You are absolutely right, we are going to speak about holidays and celebrations. Do you like holidays? What is your favourite holiday? (Students answer)
         1. Matching: Now I want to see if you know the names of other holidays. So, you can see pictures and words. Please, match the special days with the photographs. 

(Birthday, Easter, Christmas, Valentine’s Day, Mother’s Day, wedding day)

         2. Game “What is it? Guess?”  T: Children, what am I drawing? (Teacher starts drawing a picture, element by element. Students try to guess.) (Teacher schematically draws Santa Clause and a snowman). T: They are our main guests for today.
