The procedure
1. Greeting
The teacher (T) greets the pupils.

2. Presenting the topic, structure and objectives of the lesson
T. - Dear, children! Today we are going to talk about different people and their appearance, using structures with have/ has got. So, let’s start our lesson.
3. Phonetic drills
T. – To begin with let’s master our pronunciation and prepare our tongues to the English language. Listen to the sounds and words, repeat them after the tape-recorder and find the correct words and the necessary sounds.

(Pupils get cards with different words, listen and repeat them and find the words with the necessary sounds)

4. Warming up period
T.- And now let’s sing a small song “Fingers”.

1 little, 2 little, 3 little fingers,

4 little, 5 little, 6 little fingers,

7 little, 8 little, 9 little fingers,
Ten little fingers on my hand.

5. Presentation stage
T.- Dear children! Today we are going to visit a very interesting country. But in order to get there we have to review some words. Look at my cards, read the words after me and then find the pictures on the blackboard.

(The blackboard is closed and there are some pictures on the main topic on it. Teacher shows her pupils the cards with the words, pupils repeat them after their teacher and find the pictures).

Fair/ dark hair, head, ears, mouth, teeth, moustache, beard, cheeks, hand, fingers, arm, leg, foot, toes
T. – So, you know all our words and now we can get to the fairy-tale country.

(The teacher opens the blackboard .There is a map of a fairy- tale country with the main heroes on it.  They have such names:

· Gulliver – “I”

· Lilliput – “They”

· King – “He” 

· Princess – “She”

· Donkey –“It” 

· Children – “We”)

T. – So, let’s meet our heroes. They are very friendly and every summer they like travelling round their country. They have tickets but they don’t know what train they should catch. Help them please.

(There are pictures of two trains on the blackboard. The first train has the name “HAVE GOT”, the second one – “HAS GOT”. The pupils put the heroes near the suitable train).
T. – For their travelling our heroes take different things. Let’s see what they have got. Make sentences with these words.

(Teacher has two envelopes.

The envelope “HAVE GOT”

Words: car, cap, flowers, dress, trousers, roller-skates, plane, duck, drum, duck. 

The envelope “HAS GOT”

 Words: doll, toy-house, kite, lorry, bike, T-shirt, pencils, skirt, Teddy-bear.
Children find the picture and make sentences with have/ has got and these words.)

T. - Well done! Now our heroes can travel. Let’s sing their song “The Train”.
(Song “The Train Is Coming…” Way Ahead 3 Pupil’s Book , page 106)

6. Communication Practice
Game “Naughty Vim”

T. – Dear, children! Today we have some guests.  Do you remember them? Well, they are Mr. Tiger and our favouritre Dragon Vim. Vim is very naughty. Mr. Tiger is very clever. Let’s listen to them.

     (Teacher plays with the puppets and makes the following dialogue:
· Mr. Tiger – She has got a small nose.

· Vim – No, she has got a big nose.)
      Pupils repeat the dialogue after their teacher and make their own dialogues          playing with the puppets. Teacher shows different pictures of different appearance.
Game “Clever Mr. Tiger”
T. – Dear children ! You know that our Mr. Tiger is very clever. He can answer all the questions. He has got a new friend. Let’s meet her. It is Monkey Nell. She likes asking questions.

(Teacher plays with the puppets and makes the following dialogue:

· Nell – Has he got a small nose?

· Mr. Tiger – Yes, he has.

· Nell – Has he got a big nose?

· Mr. Tiger – No, he hasn’t.

· Nell – Has he got a big or a small nose?

· Mr. Tiger – He has got a small nose.

· Nell – What kind of nose has he got?

· Mr. Tiger – He has got a small nose.)
Pupils repeat this dialogue after the teacher and make their own dialogues using different pictures on the main topic “Appearance” and playing with puppets).
7. Grammar practice
T. - My dear children!  You know a lot of things but let’s see who the best pupil in our group is. We are going to do some grammar exercises.
