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QUIZ-SHOW  ON  THE  THEME

“GREAT  BRITAIN.  LONDON”

Objectives: To test pupils’ reading, speaking, listening and writing skills on the theme “Great Britain. London”.


Visual Aids: Presentation of London famous places, coloured question cards.


Teacher: Good morning. I think everyone is fine. So, let’s start our quiz-show. Today you’ll have a competition and you’ll show who of you knows more and better about London and Great Britain. (slide 1) You will also demonstrate your listening comprehension skills. Our jury will praise your efforts. So, you are united into two teams. They are “Big Ben” and “The Thames”. I ask the captains to introduce your teams and tell us why your teams are called so.



The 1st captain: (slide 2) Our team is called “Big Ben” because it is the symbol of London. I’d like to tell you the history of Big Ben. Listen! The Houses of  Parliament, as you know, is a very large building which stands near the Thames. There are two tall towers at the corners of the building and one of them is the Clock Tower. The English people built the tower and the clock in 1858. The clock has four faces and a very big loud bell. The bell weighs 13 tons. The man in charge of the building was Sir Benjamin Hall. This man was very tall, and the workers and his friends called him Big Ben. So they called the bell Big Ben too. Now people called the clock and the Clock Tower Big Ben.



The 2nd captain: (slide 3) Our team is called “The Thames”, because London is situated on this river. The Thames is not  long. It is three hundred and thirty kilometres long and it runs into the North sea. The English people call it the “Father of London”. London began on the Thames. When we go in a ship up the Thames we pass under  the London Bridge, the Tower Bridge and  others.  There is a museum of old ships on the Thames. These ships are from the history of Great Britain. One of these ships, “The Discovery” went to the South Pole in 1901-1904.



Teacher: (slide 4) Now let’s start our first round. One after another you’ll choose a question for yourself. Read it and answer, please.

Teacher: So, this round is over. In the second round you will speak more about the sights of London. Let’s imagine that we are a group of tourists. How can we travel around London? (slide 5) We have some options. We can walk and admire the sights of the capital. We can also use the oldest underground in the world. We can take the bikes like many people do in London. And we can take the traditional black taxi. And another way of travelling is by ship. But I want us to take a traditional red double-decker. (slide 6) Imagine that we are sitting in it and making an excursion around London. You are the guides and you will tell about the most famous placesof London. Let’s start!

Examples of stories:

Trafalgar Square. (slide 7) It is one of the most beautiful squares in London.You can see Nelson Colomn here which commemorates the historical naval victory. It was won on the 21st of October, 1805, by the British fleet under the command of Horatio Nelson over the combined French-Spanish fleet.

Piccadilly Circus. (slide 8) It is another beautiful square of London. You can see old and modern buildings there which are especially amasing in the evening when illumination is switched on. There are always many people there. They come to visit numerous cinemas, theatres, casinos and restaurants situated here.

British Museum. (slide 9) There are many museums in London. One of the best known ones is the British Museum. It is famous for its library, reading-room and the collection of manuscripts. It was founded in 1753 and contains one of the world’s richest collections of antiquities. The Egyptian Galleries contain human and animal mummies.

The Tower of London. (slide 10) It is a very old building in London. It is nine hundred years old. The Tower of London stands on the Thames. In the early days of the history of  England the English kings lived in the Tower. Then it was a prison where many people died. Black ravens had much food near the walls of the Tower in those years. The black ravens live in the gardens of the Tower now. The English people like them very much. A man looks after the ravens and gives them meat in the morning and in the evening. Now the Tower of London is a museum and many people from other countries come to see it. The walls of the Tower  are five metres thick.

The Tower Bridge (slide 11). It is one of the most beautiful sights in London. It rises over the Thames. The bridge was opened in 1894. It is near the Tower of London, that is why it is called so.

St.Paul’s Cathedral. (slide 12) It is the greatest work of England’s greatest architect, Christofer Wren. The Cathedral was begun in 1675. It was opened in 1697 but was finished only in 1710, when Wren was almost eighty years old. There are memorials to many famous men of England in the Cathedral. You can also go up the top of it and admire the beautiful view of London.

 Westminster Abbey. (slide 13)  It is an ancient church, which was founded in 1050. It is situated in the centre of London. Here all the kings and queens of Britain were crowned and after their death burried there. In the Poet’s Corner there are memorials to great English writers.

Hyde Park. (slide 14) There are many parks in London. One of the most beautiful ones is Hyde Park. Many Londoners and tourists come here to listen to the speakers who gather in the Speakers’ Corner. They speak on different topics and tourists like to watch them. Hyde Park is very beautiful in all the seasons. There are many flowers, bushes, trees in blossom and some charming ponds. You can also come across curious animals which freely walk and run in the park.

Buckingham Palace. (slide 15) It is the official London residence of the Queen. It was finally built in the 18th century. But before this it was rebuilt many times by some kings. You can watch one of the British traditions outside the palace – changing of the guard. But Elizabeth the Second has another residence. This is Windsor Castle. (slide 16) It is beautiful. There is a wonderful park with amazing plants and fountains that always attracts many visitors.
London Eye. (slide 17) It’s the largerst observation wheel in the world. It is 135 metres high and is made of steel and glass. The London Eye stands on the south bank of the river Thames in Jubillee Gardens. It is opposite Big Ben and the Houses of Parliament. 1500 people an hour can travel in glass capsules on the wheel at any one time. One complete revolution takes 30 minutes and passengers get a 25-mile view over the London area.
