Мета:
Навчальна: 
1.Ознайомити учнів зі структурою роботи та завданнями з вивчення нової теми ‘Mountains’. 

 2. Пробудити інтерес до вивчення нового матеріалу, зацікавити інформацією щодо зимових видів спорту, відпочинку у горах, фактами про відомих альпіністів, а також матеріалами краєзнавчого характеру.
3. Актуалізувати знання учнів з теми, вчити оперувати новою лексикою у мові з опорою на зображення та вправи підручника.

Розвиваюча: 
1. Розвивати вміння використовувати знання на практиці, удосконалювати навички роботи у групах.
2. Стимулювати зацікавленість учнів у вивченні теми з опорою на засоби мультимедіа.

Виховна: 
Виховувати пізнавальні інтереси учнів, прагнення до самовдосконалення.

Обладнання: Підручник, зошит, аудіокасета Opportunities (Pre – Intermediate), мультимедійні засоби, роздатковий матеріал, словник Macmillan English dictionary for advanced learners, виставка журналів”Вокруг Света”, „Карпати”, фотографії, написи на дошці.
Тип уроку: вступний урок. 
Хід уроку

І. Вступна частина уроку.

Організація класу до уроку. Повідомлення теми уроку та його завдань. Мотивація вивчення теми.

T.: Glad to see you here again. I hope you are well, so let's start our lesson.
I'm very glad to announce that we are going to learn a new topic today. It is ... , well look here and you will understand everything. 
(Показ слайдів під звучання пісні В. Висоцького).
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T.: Can you tell me what we are going to talk about? (Учні висловлюють свої думки).

 You are right. Today we are going to start the topic “Mountains”. 
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And in this modul “Mountains” we are going to talk about weather conditions, mountains winter sports, Everest (Chomolungma) – the highest mountain in the world, the two most famous highest mountains in the world and mountain resorts. But we shouldn't forget that mountaineering is very popular among our villagers. We have lots of stories and photos of their travellings to the Crimea, the Carpathians and even the Caucasus. I hope you are looking forward to start learning this Module.
ІІ. Основна частина уроку.

1. Warm-up
(Групи учнів отримують слова та фрази на смужках паперу. Завдання полягає у тому, щоб скласти правильно жартівливі вислови про погоду).

T.: Look here. You'll get these sheets of paper with words. Your task is to put the words in the right order to get English humorous quotations.
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T.: Can you act them. (Учні розігрують гумористичні вислови в ролях).

2. T.: Oh, I feel good today because the weather is fine. And what about you?

Look at the Key Words. (In pairs , students read the Key words and check the meaning in the Mini-dictionary). Describe the weather today using the words.

Key Words: Weather

· To be boiling, hot, warm, mild, cool, cold, freezing;
· To rain heavily, to drizzle, to snow;
· A breeze, frost, lightning, a shower, a storm, thunder;

· To be changeable/cloudy/dry/foggy/overcast/snowy/sunny/wet/windy.

3. T.: Use the Key words to describe the weather in the pictures.
(Показ слайдів з різними погодними умовами. Учні використовують лексику і описують погодні умови зображені на слайдах).
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4.T.: Well done. Now you know the Key Words to this topic and can operate with them.
Now, work in pairs. Talk about the weather in our area today, yesterday and the forecast for tomorrow. Use the Present and Past verb forms in the sentences. For example: It's very cold and bright at the moment but yesterday it was overcast.

5. Індивідуальне завдання окремим учням з високим рівнем успішності. 

T.: Do you like traveling? What places would you love going to? Think of a place you love going to. Write some notes about the weather in different seasons.
(Students work individually, writing notes for each season in the place they have chosen).
6.Робота з рештою учнів класу.
While some of the students are travelling to different places we are not going to stay here either. We will travel to the mountains.

Look at the photos of the mountains in the book and describe the weather.

(Students look at the photos and use the Key Words to say something about each mountain in the photos).
7.Good work!. Now listen, which of the mountains in the photos is described?

(Students look at the photos as they listen to the recording). 
Tapescript

There is a mountain right behind my house. In the summer it's absolutely boiling, with temperatures of up to 40˚C, so I always go out in the evening when it's colder. The only problem is that there are sometimes storms with thunder and lightning. The spring is beautiful because everything is green and there are lots of flowers. The autumn is even better with the leaves turning colour, though the weather is quite changeable – a day can begin sunny and it can rain later. In the winter, the mountain is often covered with snow and it's sometimes freezing, with temperatures below zero in the day and with frost at night (up to - 15˚C). From the mountains, you can see the sea and the city below. It's a lovely place.
Students: It's picture B, Table Mountain.

T.: You are quite right. It's Table Mountain.

Now, listen to some more information about these mountains.

Table Mountain (1 086 m) overlooks the city of Capetown in South Africa. The mountain is sculpted from sand stone and its flat summit measures 3 km.

Sculpt - to change the shape of something such as rock by a gradual natural process.
Aconcagua (6 962 m), also known as the Stone Sentinel, is the highest mountain in the western hemisphere, situated in western Argentina, near the Chile border. Aconcagua is a huge mass of windswept rock and glaciers. It has one of the highest mountain death tolls in the world.
Windswept – a place, which has a lot of wind and not many buildings or trees to protect it, death tolls – the number of people who are killed on a particular occasion.
Ben Nevis (1 343 m) is the highest mountain in Great Britain. It is situated in the Grampian Mountains in the beautiful Highlands of   Scotland.
8.T.: I think this information was very interesting for you. Later we'll talk about the highest mountains in your country. And now answer these questions. (Students work in groups discussing the answers to the questions. The groups then feed back to the class).

What is the highest mountain in the world?

What are the highest mountains in your country?

Have you ever been to the mountains for a holiday? If so, where did you go?

What kind of  leisure activities can people do in mountain areas? Gave you ever done any of them?

Слайд (зображення гір: Еверест, Карпати, Кримські гори, Кавказ).

(Вчитель звертає увагу учнів на назви гір, записаних на дошці, демонструє журнали із зображенням гір, фотографії учнів).
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Everest/ Chomolungma,
the Carpathians,

the Crimea,

9. T.: We are going to get more information about your leisure activities and  mountains. Let's play the game Bingo. Take these handouts. You have to go around the class asking and answering questions. (A student is only allowed to ask and answer one question at a time. Then s/he must move on to another student who is not asking or answering at the moment. If the answer is yes, the student who answered must sign his/her name in the box. The first student to complete a line (horizontal, vertical or diagonal) shouts Bingo!).
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10. Перевірка  виконаних учнями індивідуальних завдань.

T.: I see, all of you like travelling very much. Me too. And your answers are very interesting. We we'll talk about mountains and your travelling experience at the other lessons but now it's high time to listen to the stories of those students who worked individually.
(After working idividually students tell the class about their favourite place and weather in different seasons. Students of the class chose the most popular  choice.)
