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Topic: “Interesting places in Great Britain”
Objectives:

- to develop students’ reading and speaking  skills;

- to develop the ability to work in pairs or groups;

- to educate interest to the culture of England.

- name objects names and recognize them by their description;
- ask and answer questions related to the topic;
- talk about their own impression about Great Britain;
- work in pairs/groups;

- create an advertisement about London sightseeing tour.

PROCEDURE
I. INTRODUCTION
1. Greeting
T: Good morning, pupils. I’m very glad to see you today. I hope you are fine.
(the pupils’ answers)
T: Today we'll have a country study lesson and the topic of it is «Interesting places in Great Britain ». So we are going to find out the main facts about historical and cultural places in Great Britain.
2. Warming up
T: First of all, look at the blackboard and try to match two parts of one object.

T: Well done! You have already known so much information about Great Britain!

b) While – reading
T: Divide into three groups, read the text and answer the next question: 1) What information about the country do you find new? 
2) What other facts about places of interest in Great Britain do you know? (Ex. 3 p. 45)
c) Post – reading
T: Look at ex. 2 p. 44. Ask and answer in pairs.
1. What is the oldest part of London?

2. What is Westminster Palace?

3. What is the largest and the richest museum in the world? 
4. What unique collections does it contain?

5. What can one see in Madam Tussaud’s Museum?

6. What is called the ‘city of ships’?

7. Why is Stratford-on-Avon famous?

8. What are the famous centres of learning?

9. What is Stonehenge?

10. Who is the head of the Church of England? Where is his seat?
